INSIDE MSU TENNIS

The Midwestern State tennis teams have 
established themselves as two of the 
premier NCAA Division II programs in 
the country with a combined 32 NCAA 
Tournament appearances since 1998. The 
men’s program has made seven trips to 
the NCAA Sweet Sixteen and four to the 
Elite Eight with three showings in the 
last five years. The women’s program has 
qualified for 17 postseason tournaments 
with six appearances in the Sweet Sixteen 
and two trips to the Elite Eight in 2015 
and 2017. The Mustangs have been just 
as successful in the classroom with seven 
ITA All-Academic Team awards and 42 
individual all-academic honors since 
2011.
